Types of airbag cover installations. There are three types of airbag
mounting techniques you are likely to encounter.

Snap-to-bracket
For this type of installation, the
molded cover must be separated from
its bracket by pulling the locking tabs
away from the bracket at several
points. Pop-rivets and other fasteners
may need to be removed in some
situations.

Screw-to-bracket
After the airbag is removed from the
vehicle, drill out the pop rivets. The
cover can then be removed from the
bracket. Our cover can then be
attached to the bracket using screws
and washers supplied.

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Driver side replacement covers with horn switch. Some driver side
replacement covers require a horn switch for horn operation. These
covers will have two leads. Find the hot wire that “sparks” when it
touches the ground wire. Hook that wire to one of the replacement
airbag cover wires, and hook the other airbag cover wire to the ground
wire.
The horn switch furnished with your airbag cover may be somewhat
stiffer than the original factory horn switch and may require firm
pressure to the center of the replacement cover to activate the horn.

Horn operation and
passenger side covers

Passenger side replacement cover. After removing the deployed
airbag from the vehicle, the passenger side airbag replacement cover
can be simply mounted in the dash using epoxy to secure the cover
in place. Improvements in the materials we use to manufacture our
products may mean that adhesives—such as superglue and contact
cement— that worked on older materials don’t work as well with the
new materials. For that reason, epoxy is the recommended adhesive
for our covers.
